Love does not delight in evil
but rejoices with the truth. It always protects, always trusts, always hopes,
always perseveres. Love never fails."

Ephesians 5:22-33 - "Wives, submit yourselves to your own husbands as you
do to the Lord. For the husband is the head of the wife as Christ is the head of
the church, his body, of which he is the Savior. Now as the church submits to
Christ, so also wives should submit to their husbands in everything. Husbands,
love your wives, just as Christ loved the church and gave himself up for her to
make her holy, cleansing her by the washing with water through the word, and
to present her to himself as a radiant church, without stain or wrinkle or any
other blemish, but holy and blameless. In this same way, husbands ought to love
their wives as their own bodies. He who loves his wife loves himself. After all, no
one ever hated their own body, but they feed and care for their body, just as
Christ does the church—for we are members of his body. 'For this reason a man
will leave his father and mother and be united to his wife, and the two will
become one flesh.' This is a profound mystery—but I am talking about Christ and
the church. However, each one of you also must love his wife as he loves
himself, and the wife must respect her husband."

Colossians 3:14 - "And over all these virtues put on love, which binds them all
together in perfect unity."

Colossians 3:18-19 - "Wives, submit yourselves to your husbands, as is fitting
in the Lord. Husbands, love your wives and do not be harsh with them."

1 Peter 4:8 - "Above all, love each other deeply, because love covers over a
multitude of sins."

1 John 4:7-12 - "Dear friends, let us love one another, for love comes from
God. Everyone who loves has been born of God and knows God. Whoever does
not love does not know God, because God is love. This is how God showed his
love among us: He sent his one and only Son into the world that we might live
through him. This is love: not that we loved God, but that he loved us and sent

his Son as an atoning sacrifice for our sins. Dear friends, since God so loved us,
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we also ought to love one another. No one has ever seen God; but if we love
one another, God lives in us and his love is made complete in us."

o Romans 12:9-10 - "Love must be sincere. Hate what is evil; cling to what is
good. Be devoted to one another in love. Honor one another above yourselves."

o Romans 15:5-7 - "May the God who gives endurance and encouragement give
you the same attitude of mind toward each other that Christ Jesus had, so that
with one mind and one voice you may glorify the God and Father of our Lord
Jesus Christ. Accept one another, then, just as Christ accepted you, in order to
bring praise to God."

o 1 Corinthians 7:3-5 - "The husband should fulfill his marital duty to his wife,
and likewise the wife to her husband. The wife does not have authority over her
own body but yields it to her husband. In the same way, the husband does not
have authority over his own body but yields it to his wife. Do not deprive each
other except perhaps by mutual consent and for a time, so that you may devote
yourselves to prayer. Then come together again so that Satan will not tempt you
because of your lack of self-control."

o 1John 4:18 - "There is no fear in love. But perfect love drives out fear,
because fear has to do with punishment. The one who fears is not made perfect

in love.
